Number 1

69% of weak tornadoes,less then 5% deaths,  they last about 1min.-10min. And the wind

gets up to about 110mph. Strong tornadoes have only 29% chance of happening, 30% of 

deaths, last about 30 min., and go around 225mph. Violent tornadoes only have 2% of

happening, 70% chance of dieing, which is as bad as a hurricane, and they last over 1 

hour.

COLORS OF TORNADOES

Most tornadoes are white, black, or gray.  Sometimes there are brown tornadoes . Brown

tornadoes are very rare.
